Fifth Sunday of Lent (Readings: Isaiah 43:16-21/ Psalm 126:1-6/ Philippians 3:8-14/ John 8:1-11)

To the exiles in Babylon, Isaiah foretells a new exodus, when the Lord will lead his people from captivity to freedom.
True freedom is rooted in the person of Jesus, not in observance of the Law. It is he who challenges us to examine our
own hearts before self-righteously judging others.

cross. He relied on his Father’s love.

Holy Thursday Evening (Readings: Ex 12:1-8,11-14/Ps 116:12-13,15-16bc,17-18/1 Cor 11:23-26/Jn 13:1-15)

Before the feast of the Passover, Jesus celebrates the Last Supper in which he gives us his body and blood.

Good Friday of the Lord’s Passion (Rdgs: Is 52:13-53:12/Ps 31:2,6,12-13,15-17,25/Heb 4:14-16;5:7-9/Jn 18:1-19,42)
Entrusting his life to the Father, Jesus bore our infirmities, and obedient unto death, won for us eternal salvation.
Easter Sunday: The Resurrection of the Lord (Rdgs: Acts 10:34a,37-43/Ps 118:1-2,16-17,22-23/Col 3:1-4/Jn 20:1-9/
Lk 24:13-35) On this day of days, we offer a joyful sacrifice of praise to the Father who raised his Son from the dead.
Let us be intent upon the life Christ offers us. Christ our Passover who has been sacrificed.
