All of us will 
die. We need not be afraid if we have lived life turning to 
Jesus, if we have lived life righteously, justly, with faith in 
Jesus. We have been baptized and the Spirit has been 
poured into us. We can believe that “hope does not disap-
point.” We may need some purification when we die.  
However, it is the will of God that we not be lost, but that 
we be raised up and have eternal life. These words and 
others from today’s readings should be reassuring and 
comforting as we look to our own deaths. We can trust 
that we will be raised up as Jesus was raised up. If we 
know that we have believed in our lifetime, we can trust 
the promises of today’s Scriptures. We, too, can be in 
peace here and in the afterlife. 
   The Catechism of the Catholic Church (#1014) quotes 
the stirring words of St. Francis of Assisi: “Praised are 
you, my Lord, for our sister bodily Death, from whom no 
living man can escape. Woe on those who will die in  
mortal sin! Blessed are they who will be found in your 
most holy will, for the second death will not harm them.”

It is one way we can claim the 
promises of today’s Scriptures for ourselves.
