There are few things more hurtful than alovethat is
rejected. Early on, we learn rejection; you've waited all year
to work up the nerve to ask that cute girl to the big dance,
only to have her tell you that she's already going with
someone else. Y ou date someone for months, even years, and
dare to dream that this might be forever, only to have your
heart broken as you go your separate ways. The one who
vowed to love you until death decidesthat he or she doesn't
want to wait that long. Yes, it hurts, but do you stop loving?

Jesus parable in today's Gospel reading from Matthew
tells of avery generous vineyard owner who gave his tenants
everything they would ever need to survive. And how did
they repay him? By killing not only the servants who went to
the field to help, but also the owner's son. Clearly, Jesus was
again foretelling of God's gifts to us and our rejection of His
love, of His early messengers, and the rejection of His Son.
God so loved us that He would give us Jesus Christ; not even
our rejection, however, staves off God'slove. It is enduring,
